I have ridden bikes since I was 12, my first being a TS 50 which I loved learning on.  I decided to go racing after a few trackdays and being around racer mates rubbed off on me.  I was lucky enough a good friend loaned me his well prepared Ducati 600 SS in 2008.  It gave me the opportunity to see if I could be as quick on track as I was on the ever more dangerous road.  In short I wasn’t!  I tried, dislocating a shoulder at my first round, 2nd race which put me out for 2 months and crashing while receiving some tuition at Paddock Hill while trying to go flat out without braking.

2009 I decided I wouldn’t race, given my poor performance in 2009.  I was too heavy, too old, too slow.  If I was to race again, I need to be lighter, fitter and stronger.  

I exercised, lost some weight, and, January 2010, bought my own bike to go racing again.  

2010 was a learning year, fighting most rounds with other riders in the mid pack but feeling my bike was holding me back, as was my weight disadvantage.  I beat my previous times, got faster and started enjoying racing rather than riding on track.

For 2011, I was fitter and ready to put into practice 2010 learning.  Every track I improved by between 3 seconds at Brands and over 11 at Cadwell Park.  I started the year with a 5th at Brands Hatch, and had several top 5 finishes during the year, my worst result being 8th.  If I had a faster, better prepared bike the results would have been better, as I was now racing for the love of it.  I finished the year with close to lap record pace at most circuits, 4 wins and an appetite to win more. 

For 2012, I have decided to have a crack at A class on a 620 Monster previously raced with some success by Nick Bousted and Craig fisher.  Hopefully I can do it justice and bring home some more silverware.  Given the top 6 from B class are mostly going up, alongside the established rider in the championship, it will be some feat, but I’ll be riding as hard as I was in 2011 and giving all to pass when I can.

Going to be a fun year, racer and spectator alike! 

Aims for 2012

But last year proved I can mix it with the front guys and going up to A class with a bit more power I’m expecting to help me more.
